Consolidate material sent to function organisers: Guidelines, Finance report, attendance list, advisory assistance from VP. However, it is noted that the Cellarmaster sends out in addition to the Guidelines, two, sometimes three wine lists plus a doc called Getting Wine from the Cellar and a doc called Getting to the Cellar, plus a letter setting out current protocols. This goes out two to three months prior to a function. That is a lot in itself to digest. The Secretary/Treasurer’s email generally does not go out until two weeks before the function, as it is pointless sending it out three months before it is needed.
In addition, the Guidelines cover the coach's role, which would preclude the VP needing to send anything out.

The proposal for discussion is that: the Cellarmaster send out the function Guidelines (noting the coach’s role is set out in them) and information on the wines and processes relating to them for the function and the Secretary/Treasurer send out the function finance report template and up-to-date attendance list.
